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After one year in London at the performing skill course of the English National Opera (“The Knack” -Baylis Programme) with Mary King and Rufus Norris, Kathrin Walder returned to Austria in 1999. 
In Vienna she received her degree for musical theater in 2003 and one year later for acting with honour. 
From 2006 to 2009 Kathrin Walder studied classical singing with Maria de Francesca-Cavazza and in 2010 with Saverio Suarez-Ribaudo in Munich. 
Her education was completed by master classes with Laurent Pillot, KS Grace Bumbry, Prof. Dennis Heath, Prof. Lucile V. Evans, Dr. h.c. Barbara Daniels and numerous dancing classes (Jazz, Modern, Salsa, Hip Hop). She also had the possibility to participate in an international opera-training (TOP-Opera) with Elizabeth Bachmann. 
For the KNACK-course in 1998/99 the young mezzo-soprano obtained a scholarship from the “Eduard-Wallnöfer-Stiftung”. For her participating in the TOP-Programme she received a scholarship of the federal state government of Innsbruck.
She sang and played the witch WYRD in the world-premiere  of Norbert Zehms´ and Peter Wolfs´ opera CADENCE MACBETH at the Tyrolean provincial theatre, Kate Linkerton in MADAME BUTTERFLY and Angel in STRUWWELPETER/ Theater an der Rott, Antonia in DER MANN VON LA MANCHA/ Landestheater Vorarlberg, Marceline in DER TOLLE TAG ODER DIE HOCHZEIT DES FIGARO/ Theater Praesent, Washington Otis in DAS GESPENST VON CANTERVILLE/ Tiroler Landestheater, Frau Mylkina in MOSKAU, MOSKAU/ Vienna Chamber Opera and one of the Zanies in Schönberg´s PIERROT LUNAIRE at the Baylis Programme, ENO.
In 2012 she will be seen as Barbara Delaqua in EINE NACHT IN VENEDIG/ Theater an der Rott and in the summer 2012 as Angelotti and the shepherd in TOSCA/Münchens kleinstes Opernhaus.
Further she performed at the “Wiener Volkstheater” (AMADEUS, director: Piet Drescher), at the “Wiener Raimund Theater” (Judith in FINIX, Regie: Georg Staudacher), in the course of the “Klangbogen Wien” (dancer in LA BOHEME, musical director: Marco Guidarini) and the “Freilichtspiele Schwäbisch Hall” (Solotrio DAS SCHWARZWALDMÄDEL, director: Achim Plato).
Concerts include on the one hand performances of modern ensemble works like PIERROT: A BIOGRAPHIE by Orlando Gough, PIERROT LUNAIRE by Arnold Schönberg and A MIDSUMMER NIGHTS DREAM by Michael Schnack, but also baroque works by, for example, H. Schütz, G. F. Händel, G. P. Telemann and H. Purcell in connection with the festival “Festival of Early Music Innsbruck” (Festival Chorus) 2007.

Moreover Kathrin Walder had the pleasure to perform in the world-premieres of numerous works by Norbert Zehm. So for example each year in the course of the “ART international fair for contemporary art innsbruck “, at the “ORF-Radiokulturhaus Tirol” and in connection with two concerts in England (2008).
